SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE. 3

This Act may be cited as the ‘‘Farm to Fly Act of 4

2025’’. 5

SEC. 2. PURPOSES AND FINDINGS. 6

(a) PURPOSES.—The purposes of this Act are as fol-7

lows: 8
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(1) To enable access for sustainable aviation 1

fuels within Department of Agriculture bio-energy 2

programs to foster alternative biofuels in national 3

aviation, expanding the fuel supply, promoting clean 4

energy sources, and supporting United States agri-5

culture. 6

(2) To recognize the critical role the United 7

States agricultural sector plays in the production of 8

sustainable aviation fuel and the importance of such 9

fuel to achieving the goals of the Sustainable Avia-10

tion Fuel Grand Challenge. 11

(b) FINDINGS.—Congress finds the following: 12

(1) Sustainable aviation fuels have the capacity 13

to increase domestic energy security, support the ag-14

ricultural sector, and foster the farm economy by ac-15

celerating the availability of a commercially viable 16

and sustainable aviation biofuel industry in the 17

United States. 18

(2) Sustainable aviation fuels provide a critical 19

opportunity to support farmers of the United States 20

and the rest of the agricultural sector in the sector’s 21

partnership with the aviation sector to support rural 22

economic development. 23

(3) Feedstocks have been identified for sustain-24

able aviation fuels due to the collective abundance 25
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and perceived sustainability attributes of such feed-1

stocks. 2

(4) Sustainable aviation fuels will increase do-3

mestic energy security and create new markets for 4

farmers of the United States while providing a new 5

energy resource for the aviation sector. 6
